Exhibitor Agreement Rules & Regulations
This exhibitor agreement made this ______ day of __________, 2010 between Family Expo USA (“LESSOR”) and ___________________________________________ (“EXHIBITOR”).
Failure to abide by the following rules and regulations will result in the unilateral termination of the Agreement whereby the LESSOR shall have no further responsibility to EXHIBITOR regarding space or refund.

1. LESSOR reserves the right to deny or reject any application for any reason whatsoever. Booth assignments are made on a first come basis. No booth space will be reserved without completed and signed application, completed and signed agreement and payment in full. Payments by check must clear before space is reserved. There is a $35.00 fee for all returned checks.  LESSOR retains the exclusive right to revise the floor plan and/or move assigned EXHIBITOR as necessary.

2. EXHIBITOR hereby consents and agrees that, in the event that for any reason the show is canceled in whole or in part, the EXHIBITOR’S payment would be non-refundable but credited toward LESSOR’S next show and that the LESSOR would be relieved and released from any liability whatsoever for loss of business, expenses, or any and all other claims which EXHIBITOR may have as a result of such cancellation. LESSOR reserves the right to change location, date and time of show. 
3. The EXHIBITOR hereby consents and agrees that EXHIBITOR’S deposit and/or payment would be non-refundable and non-credited if EXHIBITOR cancels or with drawls from show, fails to show up and / or attend show or fails to be present the entire duration of show. In the event the EXHIBITOR has no representative on the show floor by the stated opening times of the exhibits, LESSOR reserves the right to resell the exhibit space or to move another exhibitor into the space. 
4. The EXHIBITOR agrees not to assign or sublease any part of the space herein stated or to exhibit any merchandise or service other than that sold by EXHIBITOR and specified in this agreement. Any firm or organization NOT officially assigned space in the expo will NOT be permitted to engage in any activities within the exhibit area. No changes or additions of items will be permitted unless approval in writing prior to the start of the show. 
5. Exhibit area must be staffed at all times from 15 minutes before opening each day until 15 minutes after closing each day. EXHIBITOR agrees that no display may be dismantled or goods removed during the entire run of the show, but must remain intact until after the closing time of the last day of the show or EXHIBITOR will be assessed a $200 fine. EXHIBITOR also agrees to remove the exhibit and equipment from the show area by the final move-out time limit or in the event of failure to do so the EXHIBITOR agrees to pay for such additional cost as may be incurred. 
6. EXHIBITOR agrees to maintain adequate bodily injury and property damage liability insurance to protect itself and LESSOR from any and all claims for injuries or property damage suffered as a result of EXHIBITOR’S operations at the show. EXHIBITOR shall indemnify and save harmless LESSOR against all loss, cost, expenses or damage on account of any injury to persons or property arising out of, or in connection with, EXHIBITOR’S operation of its business on the premises, including but not limited to, attorney’s fees and costs, including those incurred on any appeal.
7. EXHIBITOR understands that the LESSOR will not be responsible for any losses suffered by EXHIBITOR as a result of theft, property damages, vandalism, or otherwise, despite the fact that LESSOR will provide some minimal security. It will be EXHIBITOR’S responsibility to maintain adequate insurance of its own, and to adequately secure its own property to protect itself against such damages
8. EXHIBITOR shall furnish service of fair, reasonable and non-discriminatory basis to all persons desiring such service. EXHIBITOR shall maintain and operate the concession in a first-class manner and shall keep the premises in a safe, clean, orderly and inviting condition at all times, satisfactory to LESSOR. All applicable fire and safety laws of the venue must be strictly observed by EXHIBITOR. All wiring on displays or display fixtures must conform to the minimum standards established by governmental agencies and fire inspection ordinances. Electrical wiring is available only through the Official Electrician of the venue. 

        Any representative of LESSOR shall have complete access to EXHIBITOR’S area at all times.
9. No EXHIBITOR will be allowed to work in the aisles, roadways or parking lot. No EXHIBITOR will be allowed to indiscriminately hand out any type of literature in the aisles, roadways or parking lot. Do not attach any type of  literature to vehicles in the parking lot. Any EXHIBITOR caught doing this will be assessed a $200 fine. Such literature may be available on your counter and distributed only upon approval by LESSOR.  EXHIBITOR’S may advertise and display from within EXHIBITOR’S licensed space only.  
10. Signs used by the EXHIBITOR must relate to EXHIBITOR’S name, products or services normally offered by EXHIBITOR. LESSOR reserves the right to require removal of unauthorized signs that fail to confirm to the signage requirements. LESSOR reserves the right to remove any exhibit, or any part therefore, which LESSOR deems objectionable, and no refund of money paid for space will be made. If such action is taken, EXHIBITOR waives all claim of whatsoever nature against the LESSOR. Do not display or promote in any way political or personal view points.
11. EXHIBITOR shall not injure or deface the walls, floor or any part of the exhibit building or any booth materials and equipment of another exhibitor, contractor, show management or LESSOR. The distribution of peel-off labels or decals is prohibited. Tape may not be used to attach signs to any of the buildings’ walls, pillars or floors. When such damage appears, the EXHIBITOR causing such damage is liable to the owner of the property so damaged. EXHIBITOR agrees to pay promptly for any and all damages incurred by EXHIBITOR or his employees or agents. EXHIBITOR must remove all bulk trash and similar items from their space and the fairgrounds or be charged prevailing rates. All boxes must be flattened. EXHIBITOR must leave space clean and clear after show. Failure to do so will result in a $50.00 charge.
12. EXHIBITOR may NOT conduct any drawings or giveaways involving CASH unless LESSOR has given prior written permission. All drawings will be held by the end of the show.  All winners’ names, their contact information and description of prize will be submitted to LESSOR. No time-share presentation vacation prizes allowed. All prizes awarded will cover full price of item excluding applicable laws governing taxes. 
13. EXHIBITOR agrees that the exhibit shall be of such quality as will not create a nuisance for the show, the LESSOR or neighboring concessions. All audio or visual electronic or any other device that produces sound, light or smell must be operated so as not to disturb other exhibitors. LESSOR reserves the right to determine acceptable levels. Be courteous to your neighboring exhibitors and all fellow exhibitors. 

14. EXHIBITOR agrees that no food or beverage may be served/handed out during the expo without compliance with the fairgrounds food/beverage concessions guidelines. The only exception is treat-size wrapped candy. 
15. No animals allowed. Leave your personal pets at home. The only exception shall be police dogs on duty and “service” dogs, registered petting zoo animals, registered entertainment animals, and registered animals in the pet expo area. EXHIBITOR is responsible for the animal(s) being current on all required vaccinations and females cannot be in heat. Animals must be in good health, well socialized with crowds and other animals, and should not pose a threat or danger to humans or other animals in attendance. EXHIBITOR is responsible for animal “cleanups” inside and out.
16. Not following LESSOR’S direct verbal orders, unbecoming conduct, to include the use of profane, obscene, abusive or threatening language or consumption of alcoholic beverages, by EXHIBITOR will be grounds for termination of license agreement and eviction of EXHIBITOR. If such action is taken, there will be no refund of money paid for space and EXHIBITOR waives all claim of whatsoever nature against the LESSOR. No alcoholic beverages are permitted.

17. EXHIBITOR understands that the LESSOR can not guarantee the weather, public turnout, success of show, or profit from show. Public attendance is estimated and not guaranteed. LESSOR can not be held responsible for any type of location, electrical, water or weather problems or damages. LESSOR can not be held responsible for any conditions whatsoever.  
18. The rules and regulations are listed here and no other arrangements, oral or written, except as provided for in the agreement are binding upon the parties. In any action to enforce any provision of this agreement, the prevailing party shall be entitled to recover reasonable attorney fees and costs. In the event litigation occurs as a result of this contract, the venue for such litigation shall be in St. Paul, Minnesota.
